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· Kippy Tate, Director AL Building Commission will play a "significant role" in ESPC projects for Alabama. 

· RE: Executive Order No. 33 signed by Governor Riley on May 10th - all state agencies are to reduce energy consumption by 10% by 2008 vs. fiscal '05 and another 10% by 2010.  Utilization of Performance Contracting is authorized and each state agency or department will appoint an "energy officer."  

· Rhonda Courtney, Stones River Company - ESC's objective is to provide education outreach on energy savings and PC. 

· Kippy Tate provided an overview of the role of the AL Building Commission.  This primarily revolves around the approval of documents, improvements, etc.  Allow 30 days once a contract is approved by the agency.  Kippy's team sticks to the AL Energy Code and it is "not a moving target."  A copy was provided to all attendees.  Approval of stamped documents and improvements includes all state agencies and K-12 public education (not municipalities or counties unless a project is ADECA assisted.  Present at least a preliminary and final scope of work.  Schematics can be by-passed.  

· Novis Sessions (Alabama Building Commission, Suite 444 at the RSA Plaza Building) will provide a disc of manual procedures.  You can also go to the ADECA web site for the energy code.  Call (334)242-4082 for MPE suggestions. 

· The ESC workshop, scheduled for August, will address energy savings for state agencies and perhaps municipalities.  Discussion centered around opening up the workshop to all interested parties with a breakout session for named energy officers in state agencies.  Consensus was to include all state agencies and local government.  

· Included in the workshop should be a legislative session along with executive order from Governor Riley.  Ray Hinson will wrap up workshop discussions by the end of June. 

· Rhonda Courtney provided a PC procurement approach overview with handouts on Florida and Tennessee approach.  Discussion revolved around the advantages and disadvantages of an Indefinite Delivery/ Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) type of procurement.
