KESC Meeting Minutes from July 20, 2004 meeting

In attendance, John Davies, Michael Azzara, John Noel, Ashley Craig, Joe Wolford, Sieglinde Kinne, Earnest Walker, Thomas Monroe, Karen Reagor, Pam Proctor, Bill Skosky, Ray Hinson, and Eddie Riddle.

I. John Davies gave a report on KDOE activities.  A summary of ESPC projects was given.  At this point, $10.8 million has been awarded in state government buildings, including universities with $24 million in the works.

Sieglinde Kinne, an energy efficiency specialist, has been hired by KPPC for one year with KDOE funds.  She will be performing energy audits with a focus on encouraging building owners to move from the audit to an energy project.

John pointed out that the Kentucky NEED program was nationally recognized for their efforts recently.

KDOE has also provided funding assistance for energy managers for Fayette County Schools, Kentucky Department of Education, UK extension outreach, KPPC, and two positions in Jefferson County Public Schools

KDOE is pursuing the implementation of a Utility Savings Initiative for state government.  Prior efforts were less than successful.

KDOE has provided funding for Frank Phillips, the Parks Department designee as energy manager, to attend Certified Energy Manager training and certification.  Frank will be working to implement energy management in Kentucky’s parks.

II. Eddie Riddle reported that the ESC is currently working on additional funding to move the organization forward.  New chapters have been formed in North Carolina and Arkansas, with several other states looking to form chapters.  There’s been positive discussion about USDOE providing some substantial funding for the ESC.

III. Joe Wolford reported that the Transportation traffic lighting project is on hold pending a legal question.  The project is still being developed, pending the resolution of the legal question.

IV. Committee Reports

Michael Azzara reported on the Outreach and Awards Committee – Discussions are ongoing to determine the path we’re taking for an Awards banquet.  There was discussion regarding the KESC providing funds toward a scholarship for an intern to work at KPPC.  This was seen as a positive for all involved

There was no report from the Membership and Meetings committee.

Ray Hinson reported that the planned fall workshop could indeed still be held in the fall with some immediate efforts.  The group however decided there was not sufficient time. We will look to January for an awards banquet and plan for an annual workshop in March or April.

It was decided that the Workshop committee will work with NEED to develop a program or possibly cosponsor workshop for the K-12 market.


There was no report from the Documents committee.

V. Sieglinde Kinne, the newly hired E2 specialist with KPPC, discussed her duties in her new position.  She will conduct at least ten audits with follow-up to encourage the owners to look to an ESPC project.

Sieglinde passed out a package on KPPC services.

She will also work on getting the previous audit information on the KPPC website.

Karen Reagor and Pam Proctor gave a presentation on the Kentucky NEED program.  They want to include the NEED information when ESCO’s are responding to RFP’s for ESPC’s.  This could be a complimentary component of a project.

The next meeting date of August 17 was approved and the meeting was adjourned.
